We then
adjourned to the dining room to sample the
delicious and ample fare prepared by the Inn’s chef
— a graduate of James Beard and the Culinary
Institute. It’s fair to say that no one left the dinner
or breakfast table hungry that weekend. After
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dinner we gathered in the living room again for to
catch up on one another’s recent doings.

Saturday morning, after a delicious breakfast of
herculean proportions, we assembled for a drive
through the country, on a route prepared for and
guided by Brian and Donna Whitehead. (I guess
Sly Stone was right, “It’s a family affair.”)
Following picturesque local roads we visited
Raymondskill Falls, and later Dingmans Falls in
Childs Recreation Park. We walked the trails and
visited the falls at both sites, and sampled our Cliff
Park Inn-prepared box lunches at the latter. The
Delaware Water Gap border between New Jersey
and Pennsylvania is cut through with streams and
falls that ultimately feed the Delaware River, and
much of this pristine countryside has been preserved as National and State parkland.
